Our Most Important Belief

Easter is the most important day in the year.
Not everyone feels it. A lot of people treat Christ-
mas with more importance. Or Valentine’s Day,
or Independence Day, for that matter. But Easter
tops the Christian calendar.

The reason, of course, is the meaning of the
resurrection. Our belief in life after death directs
everything we do. We live not as citizens of this
world, but as citizens of heaven. We go about our
daily tasks, but with one eye fixed beyond the
hotizon to a world yet to come. We believe we are
forgiven and that a new home awaits us.

In Paul’s day, some of the Corinthians were
having a problem with this. They questioned the
resurrection of the dead. They suspected that
death ended life, and that was that. Some of them
believed Jesus had risen from the dead, but they
did not go the next step, believing the same would
happen to his followers.

To Paul, it made no sense. He wrote to the

the dead, how can some among you say there is no
resurrection of the dead?” The resurrection meant
everything to Paul. “If Christ has not been raised,

your faith is vain.”

With the resurrection of Christ comes forgive-
ness of sins and the resurrection of the dead. It is
our firm faith. And it’s why Easter is the biggest
day of the year.

ARCHDIOCESAN LENTEN REGULATIONS

Then to all Christ said, “Whoever wishes to be My follower must deny his very self, take up his cross each
day, and follow in My steps” (Lk 9:23).

The Church has always helped us fulfill these words of Jesus by prescribing very definite penance for all
Catholics. Accordingly, the Pope and the American bishops have outlined obligatory fast and abstinence as
follows:

Ash Wednesday (February 17, 2010) and Good Friday ( April 2, 2010) are days of abstinence for all
Catholics over the age of 14 . On these two days, fast as well as abstinence is also obligatory for those from
the ages of 18 to 59 . Abstinence means abstinence from meat. Fast means one full meal a day, with two
smaller meals and nothing between meals (liquids are permitted). No Catholic will lightly excuse himself or
herself from this obligation.

All other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence from meat. Here again Catholics will not hold themselves
lightly excused, but if there is a serious health problem, this obligation would not apply.

We should strive to make all days of Lent a time of prayer and penance.
