The mystery of the Holy Trinity is the basic mystery of our faith.  When we think we 
understand the concept of one God, the three Persons are hard to grasp.  (Does 
the headwaiter greet God with:  “Table for one or three?”)  And when we think we 
know the three Persons, we wonder how there can be just one God.  Let’s look at 
both of these aspects. 
The idea of one God seems simple enough.  So nothing created should ever be 
more important to us than God, including our jobs and political beliefs.  Even the 
people we love, parents, spouse, or children, are signs of God’s love and so should never lead us away from 
God. 
The three Persons are not just three parts of God (as if each were only one third of God.)  They each share 
the fullness of God.  The Father is the source of all things who keeps everything in existence.  Jesus the Son 
is the Word of God, making God known to us, especially through his life, death, and resurrection.  The Holy 
Spirit makes Jesus present to us in the sacraments and enables us to respond to God’s love with courage 
and enthusiasm. 
Today’s gospel says that the disciples doubted, but we know their doubts were soon turned to joy as they 
followed the command to make disciples of all nations.  Let us follow them with enthusiasm to the Father 
through the Son, in the power of the Spirit.
