Final Budget amt. to stay within budget   $  31,100.00 
Last week we were under budget - $    2,644.50 
Fiscal Year-to-Date under budget - $  63,140.51 
Last week, 748 envelopes (35%) were used out of a pos-
sible 2134. 

“Then He asked them, ‘Why are you terrified? Do 
you not yet have faith?’”  - Mark 4:40  
The thought of stewardship terrifies some of us. We 
may feel that we cannot afford to give God a grateful 
share or to give the first fruits rather than the 
leftovers. It takes great faith and trust to believe that, 
just as He calmed the storm and quieted the waves, 
Our God will always provide us with all that we need, 
if we trust Him enough to give to Him first.   

I hope everyone is enjoying good quality time together in 
these summer months.  We have just finished one week of the 
Summer Parish School of Religion and things are going really 
well.  Thanks to all involved and we pray for our children that 
they will always be eager to learn about God and grow closer 
to Him. 
 
Here is an update on parish maintenance: 
 
Some of you know, all to well, how homes and buildings sink 
over the years.  Our elementary school building has sunk two 
inches over the years. This has caused cracked walls and 
doors not fitting correctly. The way to fix this problem is mud 
jacking and placing piers under the foundation.  We are also 
experiencing the separation of one of the walls in the junior 
high/school office building.  We have a company correcting 
the problem.  The cost of the project is $56,000.00. They are 
working on this project right now and it will probably take most 
of the summer.  We will then have to replace the carpet in the 
classrooms and the hallway—(this will be at an additional 
cost). 
 
And remember we are also still planning to get the new 
flooring in the church this year.  (Please God and Thank God.) 
 
Here is an update on parish stewardship—in regards to 
sacrificial giving of treasure: 
Thanks to all who keep up with their sacrificial giving of  time, 
talent and treasure.  If you notice we have been putting, in the 
bulletin, the amount that we need to make our budget and 
then the amount we take in every week and then the plus or 
minus. 
We have also started putting in the percentage of envelopes 
that are used each week. 
Just to recap the percentages so far: 
On  May 17th  754 envelopes were offered—this is 35% of a 
possible 2134 envelopes. 
On May 24th  638 envelopes were offered— this is 30%. 
On May 31st  538 envelopes were offered—this is 25%. 
On June 7th  595 envelopes were offered—this is 28%. 
On June 14th   748  envelopes were offered—this is 35%. 
 
Thank you for your commitment to God and to our parish.  We 
know that times are tough and we also know and believe that 
God will never be outdone in His generosity.   Keep the faith 
and love God with all your heart. 
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TWELFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME  
Today’s Gospel shows Jesus asleep in the boat.  I always wondered why that detail was 
included.  Perhaps to show He got tired just as we do?  When the disciples questioned 
whether He cared about them, we get a hint of a deeper meaning. 
We know that Jesus does care for us—after all, He died for us.  Perhaps then, it was the 
disciples’ faith in Jesus that was asleep.  When life is going smoothly, we may let our 
faith go to sleep.  Think of the teenager who only talks to Dad when he needs money or 
the car keys.  As he matures, the teenager might start calling Dad just to say hello and 
see how he’s doing.  So, too, we can talk to God anytime and tell him how we are doing. 
One point Mark makes in this gospel is that Jesus is the Son of God.  For only God could 
control the seas, as the first reading from Job shows.  So no matter how overwhelmed 

we may feel at the stormy times of our life, Jesus can help us to be calm.  The other point is that even if our 
faith is sleeping, Jesus is always there with us.  Prayer helps us to be aware of His presence and deepen our 
trust that we are not alone.  We can pray for the courage to share our troubles with others who love us.  Then 
they can show us God’s love in the support they offer.  So next time you think God is asleep, try waking your 
faith first.
